NRCS – NRCS in Minnesota is down 41% from their normal staffing levels. NRCS will be cut across the nation by 21%. We will need to have a Local Workgroup and the minutes will need to be completed by May 2018. There are two EQIP applications that have been contracted for Washington County, and a few Ag Water Quality Certanties Program applications. There are five expiring applications in CRP in Washington County. Xerxes, General Mills and NRCS have funded six people to be staffed across the country, and one of them will be in our area.

Old Business

a. Building Operations and Vehicles – We will be contacting a couple pest control companies to see if there is anything that can be done about the snakes getting in the building. Mileage payments will be increasing over the summer months, as we will be reimbursing the AIS Inspectors in addition to regular staff members. We may need to consider a vehicle purchase next year if BMP maintenance program succeeds this year.
b. 2017 Seasonals and Volunteers Updates – All seasonal positions have been filled, including AIS Inspectors.
c. Buffers, 1W1P, and AIS Updates – We are continuing to monitor what happens with the Buffer Program in the legislature. We haven’t heard back from BWSR yet on our 1W1P application, but expect to in the next month. We will be hosting an AIS training for police officers on enforcement.
d. WCD Retreat Word Cloud – A word cloud from the retreat was included in the packet.
e. WCD 75th Anniversary Planning and Implementation – A list of the 75th anniversary activities was included in the packet. John Rheinberger made a motion to approve the list of anniversary activities. Bob Rosenquist seconded the motion. Motion carried.
NEW BUSINESS

a. Buffer Law Resolution for “Other Watercourses” – We are required to draft a resolution establishing the summary of watercourses and submit it to all local water management authorities within our jurisdiction and to BWSR by July 1, 2017. A copy of the resolution was included in the packet. John Rheinberger made a motion to approve the resolution. Jim Levitt seconded the motion. Motion carried.
b. 2017 Shared Maintenance Agreements – Board approval was requested for Jay to sign the shared maintenance agreements as they come in, to accelerate the process. A list of the agreements was included. Bob Rosenquist made a motion to approve the District Manager approving those agreements. Diane Blake seconded the motion. Motion carried.
c. Equipment Purchase Request – Water Monitoring Outboard Motor – In 2014 the WCD purchased a 14ft boat powered by a 1978 Johnson 15 horsepower motor. This motor has worked well for the past 3 seasons, but is beginning to show its age and will require repairs in the near future. It also is very old technology that is visibly not as environmentally friendly a more current designs. Ideally it would be replaced with a new four stroke motor, but the cost of such units is ~$4,000 and is not a viable cost effective solution for replacement based on the amount of use the motor gets. While doing research on options, a 1998 Yamaha 25 horsepower motor was found for sale for $1,500. While it would not be as clean as a four stroke motor, it is much newer than the current one (oil injection vs. mixed gas) and should be reliable for many years of use. Approval is requested to purchase this Yamaha outboard for the sum of $1,500. Part of this cost will be offset from the sale of the current outboard, which is estimated to be worth ~$500. A motion to approve the motor purchase was made by Jim Levitt, seconded by Diane Blake. Motion carried.
d. MASWCD Area IV Tour Date Finalization and Rental Fee – A bout tour on the St. Croix was decided upon, to honor the WCD 75th Anniversary and provide the MASWCD Area IV Summer Tour. Prices for the Anastasia-Stillwater River Boats were included. Costs include lower level enclosed dining area, and 2nd level alfresco deck. Minimum of 40 people, maximum of 75. The proposed time is Wednesday, July 12 from 9:30a.m. – 1:30p.m. A $750.00 deposit is required to confirm the date. The monthly Board meeting will occur at 2:30 back at the office. A motion was made by Bob Rosenquist, and seconded by Diane Blake, to have a $20 per person fee for the boat cruise. Motion carried.
e. GIS License Bid Request – Recently we were made aware that the North Central TSA Area VIII is requesting bids for the remaining service life of one set of GIS licenses. The timing of this is fortuitous, as this summer an update of the MLCCS for Washington County is scheduled and the staff member assigned to do the work is using a share license. If they were to have access to an individual license it would greatly increase overall productivity and lessen potential workload conflicts. As of 4/1/17, purchasing a license such as the one offered with no expiration date was roughly $3,500. Due to the fact that this license is only good through 10/31/17, Jessica Thiel is recommending that we place a maximum bid of $625. Anything above this does not have a good cost benefit. The details from the bid email were included in the packet. John Rheinberger made a motion to approve bidding on the GIS license. Jim Levitt seconded the motion. Motion carried.
